Recognize the need for professional development and continuing education opportunities.
Refrain from taking any action for his/her personal benefit. To include accepting
anything of other than a nominal value from any lending institution, student, or
prioritizing lenders on McAllen Careers Institute's lender list based on personal gain.

Not take any action that he/she believes is contrary to law, regulations, or the best
interests of McAllen Careers Institute, its students and parents that he/she serves.
